Department of Land Affairs

Explained that their key focus is district service delivery with the purpose being alignment. The two offices in Worcester and Stellenbosch were intended to
cover the vastness of the CWDM. Services included, amongst others, the District Assessment Committee, land reform, rural development and tenure.

Department of Agriculture

Farmer Support and Development Directorate. An important development mentioned is the employment of 13 people to service the district and facilitate the
decentralization process up to Touws River. Also involved in the roll-out is the employment of community workers and agricultural development officers. A
central focus is food security, while the overarching strategy is the BEE/ Black Economic Empowerment Framework.

Department of Education

Regional Circuit Manager in the Stellenbosch District explains that

two of the seven Education Management Development Centres are located in Paarl and Worcester. The housing backlog of 45 000 has implications for
classroom shortages in an area such as Paarl. Capital is a major problem.

Alternative arrangements in respect of the accommodation dilemma might imply moving learners elsewhere, but that would mean traveling longer distances
from home and safety considerations.

In the case of Kayamandi, Stellenbosch the shortage of classrooms and the R44 present problems. In his view the solution lies in transformation and
interaction which implies whole school development. In the case of transport there is a need to re-look the transport policy catering only for learners living
further away than 5km.

In terms of IT (Information Technology) it is the vision of the WCED to have all schools on-line. The WCED runs the Safe Schools Programme, envisages
expanding the feeding scheme to high schools and the improvement of learner access to libraries. Dr Le Cordeur commends those municipalities offering
scholarships to learners.

Minister Dugmore in a recent speech named Early Child Development (ECD) as a local government responsibility. Water to schools is an important matter.
The case of Berg River Primary in Wellington is testimony to the fact that water affects even the School Nutrition Programme.

Water-related problems in schools are not uncommon. Kylemore Primary in Stellenbosch suffers in summer as a result of water shortages. At present the
WCED has no policy in place to deal with water issues at schools.

As far as ECD is concerned it is not a priority of the WCED. Its responsibility starts from Grade 1. WCED subsidizes ECD to an amount of R30 per learner per
day. His request is that local government joins hands with the WCED in tackling the issue of ECD. The Wine Trust Partnership in Stellenbosch is one such
flagship example.

Mentions the driver’s license programme Drakenstein has embarked on. Enquires about the progress made with integration in schools. Another pressing issue
— (safety-related) is the redress needed in those instances where major roads spatially divide settlements and act as physical barriers

WCED would like to propose that the Cape Winelands consider including community farm and church schools (public schools on private property) in the
Human Development: Environmental Health Project (Safety control in respect of drinking water and final sewage outflow) of its IDP.

This would ensure that the quality of the drinking water, final sewage
outflow, water safety and availability (boreholes), and ablution facilities (including pit-toilet systems) at these schools are regularly monitored.

Department of Home Affairs

Highlights the problems related to identity documents and the impact of in-migration on the need for birth certificates and identity documents amongst rural
migrants.

Points out the problems experienced when the children of rural migrants are orphaned and have to access child grants.

Mentions that the CWDM interactions with the Dept of Home Affairs have been relatively successful and has impacted on greater grants access. The appeal is
to other departments to follow suit and reflect on the impact of identity documents on the elections.
